Although many people who heard about the first powered

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flight on December 17, 1903 were excited and impressed, o.thers
reacted with peals of laughter. The idea of flying an aircraft
was repulsive to some people. Such people called Wilbur and
Orville Wright, the inventors of the first flying machine,
impulsive fools.

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By 1905, the Wrights had perfected the f"rrst airplane that could
turn, circle, and remain airborne for half an hour at a time.
Others had flown in balloons and ﬁang gliders, but the Wright
brothers were the first to build ;'i full-size machine that could
fly under its 0% power. As the contributars of one of the
most outstanding engineering achievements iq history, the
Wright brothers are accurately called the fathers of aviation.
