These are
smaller earthquakes that happen in the same place as
the larger earthquake that follows, Scientists can't
tell that an earthquake is a foreshock until the larger
earthquake happens, The largest, main earthquake is
called the mainshock. Mainshocks always have
aftershocks that follow. These are smaller earthquakes
that occur afterwards in the same place as the
mainshock. Depending on the size of the mainshock.
aftershocks can continue for weeks, months, and even

years after the mainshocks.

The carth has four major layers: the inner core, outer
core, mantle and crust. The crust and the top of the
mantle make up a thin skin on the surface of our
planet.
