Computers, laptops and our beloved mobile phones are staples, the absence of which will equate
to a loss of limb for many. The Ministry of Electronics and Information Technology (MeitY)
published a report in collaboration with the accounting firm KPMG, which stated that the
demand for electronic and IT hardware products is expected to touch Rs. 24 lakh crore by 2020.
