2.4 Admission Rules

2.4.1. Qualifying Examinations

Qualifying examinations for the purpose of admission to the first year of undergraduate courses offered by
the University shall be Senior Secondary School Certificate Examination (Class XII) of the Central Board of
Secondary Education or an examination recognized as equivalent thereto.

Candidate seeking admission to the courses offered by the University should have passed the qualifying
examination obtaining minimum marks as specified for each of the courses in subsequent sections.
2.4.2 Age Requirement

There is no minimum age bar for admission to undergraduate courses except in professional courses where
regulatory body prescribes minimum age requirement (such as MCI, AICTE etc.) (Ordinance I)

Gap year(s) would be no bar for purposes of admission to the undergraduate courses.

2.4.3 Equivalence Criteria

The applications for admission to the Undergraduate Course in the Colleges in respect of candidates belonging
to the Examining bodies of Boards/Universities recognized/accredited by the Association of Indian University/
University Grants Commission/Ministry of Human Resource Development shall be considered by the College/
in terms of the following recommendations as circulated in the University circular letter of 13-1-2005.

2.4.3a That various degrees from Universities recognized by the Association of Indian Universities
University Grants Commission/Ministry of Human Resource Development or by any bilateral
agreement be considered as equivalent to corresponding degrees of University of Delhi subject
to the conditions that course duration is same as in Delhi University for purposes of determining
eligibility for admission to various courses and further College may evolve procedure through
its Admission Committee.

2.4.3b Senior School Certificate of various Boards recognized by Association of Indian Universities/
Central Board of Secondary Education is considered as equivalent to the Senior School Certificate
of Central Board for the purposes of eligibility to various Undergraduate Courses.

2.4.3c Students who pass various Degree/School Examination of Foreign Universities/Boards as have
already been approved by the Equivalence Committee, from time to time, be considered eligible
as a matter of routine. The cases of only those candidates who do not fall in the list of
Association of Indian Universities/University Grants Commission/Ministry of Human Resource
Development recognized accredited Boards/Universities shall be referred to the University on
the basis of individual merit.

The admission in any course shall not be granted on predicted scores issued by various Boards

1. Accountancy/ Business Studies/Commerce shall be treated at par with academic/elective subjects.
2. Biology/Biotechnology and Business Studies will be treated as academic/elective subjects.

3. In case a candidate has studied both elective and core in a language, then core language subject will
be treated as language, while elective language can be considered as academic/elective subject.

4. Admission to B.A. (Hons.) Applied Psychology will be based on 'Best Four' percentage as in B.A.
(Hons.) Psychology.

5. Admission to B.A. (Hons.) Philosophy will be based on 'Best Four' percentage including one language
and three academic/elective subjects as per the above procedure.

6. The subject 'Informatics Practices' will be equivalent to Computer Science for admission to
B.Sc. (Hons.) Computer Science only.

7. The candidates must have studied and passed Mathematics at the qualifying exam for admission to
Honours in Economics and Commerce.

Business Mathematics will be treated as equivalent to Mathematics for admission to B.Com (H)/ B.Com only.

9. (a) For admission to Honours in any language course, advantage of 2% in the Best Four percentage
may be given to those candidates who have studied that particular elective language.

(b) In case, a candidate has not studied a language at qualifying exam and is seeking admission to
Honours in that language (except for Honours in English and Hindi, refer (c)), deduction of 5%
will be imposed on 'Best Four' percentage.

(c) For admission to Honours in English and Hindi, the candidate must have studied and passed the
respective language in the qualifying exam and should include respective language for calculation
of 'Best Four' percentage.

10. University may define any other relevant subjects as an academic/elective for a particular Honours
course.

2.7 Procedure for calculation of Percentage in ‘Best Four’ subjects

I. Procedure for calculation of 'Best Four' subjects percentage for Honours Courses (For
admission to Arts/Humanities Courses):

a. One Language (Core/Elective/Functional)

b. The subject in which admission is sought (If a candidate does not include the concerned
subject whether studied or not, in 'Best Four' in which she is seeking admission in the
honours course, then a deduction of 2.5% will be imposed on the calculated 'Best Four'
percentage). For Honours in languages refer to point 9 (Section 2.6), also.

c. Any two other academic/ elective subjects as per List A.

Note:

i. If a candidate doesn't include the subjects given in List A in 'Best Four', then a deduction
of 2.5% of maximum marks will be levied for each subject for the purpose of calculating

'Best Four'.



All subjects to be included in the calculation of 'Best Four' must have at least 70% theory component
of exam. In case, the subject to be considered does not have 70% theory component and 30%
practical component, then the marks of theory and practical only shall be converted to 70% and 30%,
respectively on pro rata basis. These new marks will then be considered for calculation of 'Best Four'.

Examples
(1) If a candidate has scored: Physics 90 (theory 50, practical 40; max. marks theory 60, practical 40),

(2)

and Chemistry 91(theory 52, practical 39; max. marks theory 60, practical 40) which is not in ratio of
70: 30, then the marks can be converted on pro rata basis.

Pro rata marks in physics = 88.3 ((50/60) x 70 + (40/40) x 30) = 58.33 + 30 = 88.33

Pro rata marks in chemistry = 89.92 ((52/60) x 70 + (39/40) x 30) = 60.67 + 29.25 = 89.92

If a candidate has scored: Physics 88 (theory 45, IA 14, practical 29; max. marks theory 56, IA 14,
practical 30), Chemistry 92 (theory 48, IA 14, practical 30; max. marks theory 56, IA 14, practical 30),
English (90) and Biology 95 (theory 51, IA 14, practical 30; max. marks theory 56, IA 14, practical 30).
Mathematics 92. The marks in Physics, Chemistry and Biology have less than 70% theory component
and therefore have to be converted to 70:30 ratio on pro rata basis.

For physics, it is 56.25 + 29.32 = 85.25 . ((45/56) x 70 + 29 = 56.25+29 = 85.25)
For chemistry, it is 60 + 30 = 90. ((48/56) x 70 + 30 = 60 + 30 = 90)
For biology, it is 63.75 + 30 = 93.75. ((51/56) x 70 + 30 = 63.75 + 30 = 93.75)



Examples for calculation of “Best Four” Percentages are given below.

Example 1:

If a candidate has scored: Accounts

(90), Business Studies (92), English (88)

and Economics (94). Total marks are
90+92+88+94=364, Percentage is 91%.

The effective percentage for: B.Com is 91%,
B.A(Hons.) English is 91%, Not eligible for
B.A(Hons.) Economics, B.Com(Hons.) B.A(Hons.)
Political Science is 91% - 2.5% = 88.5%.

Example 2:

If a candidate has scored: Physics (96)*,
Chemistry (92)*, English (90) and Mathematics
(94). Total marks are 96+92+90+94=372,
Percentage is 93%. The effective percentage for
: B.A(Hons.) History is 93% - 2.5% = 90.5%,
B.A(Hons.) English 93%, B.A(Hons.) Economics
93% - 2.5% = 90.5%, B.Sc(Hons.) Maths 93%.

Example 3:

If a candidate scored: Accounts (88), English
(92), Punjabi Elective (90), Maths (80) and Web
Designing (96). Total marks are 88+92+90+96=366,
percentage is 91.5%. The effective percentage for:
B.Com (Hons.) 91.5-2.5 (WD)=89%,

B.A (Hons.) Hist. 91.5%-2.5% (WD)-2.5% (Hist)
=86.5%.

B.A (Hons.) Punjabi 91.5% - 2.5% (WD) + 2%
(Elective) = 91%.

B.Sc (Hons.) Maths (English, Maths, Accounts,
Punjabi) 87.5%

Example 4:

If a candidate has scored: Accounts (90), Business
Studies (92), English (88) and Home

Science (94), Maths (85). Then total marks are
90+92+88+94=364, Percentage is 91%. The
effective percentage for :

B. Com (Hons.) 91%.

B.A (Hons.) Eng. 91%

B.A (Hons.) Hist. 91%-2.5% (Hons.)= 88.5.

B.Sc (Hons.) Maths 88+85+94+92=359.

The Percentage is: 89.75%

Example 5:

If a candidate has scored: Physics (85)*,
Chemistry (90)*, English (90) and Biology (85)*
Physics, Chemistry and Biology have less than
70% theory component. Total marks in PCBE are:
85+90+85+90=350. The percentage is 87.5%%.
The effective percentage for:

B.A (Hons.) English is 87.5%

B.A (Hons.) Political Science 87.5 % — 2.5%

Example 6:

If a candidate has scored: English Elective (92),

b. Any three elective subjects can be chosen. A deduction of upto 5% on 'Best Four' percentage
may be imposed if there is a change of stream.

Cc. One non-listed (List A) subject can be included in calculation of 'Best Four' without any

deduction.



d. If a candidate opts for MIL (Except Hindi) as a subject, an advantage of up to 10% may be
given in 'Best Four'.

Note:

The college will notify the actual deduction up to 5% for change of stream beforehand by uploading on their
website and intimating the same to the University.

If more than one non-listed subject is included for calculation of 'Best Four', a deduction of 2.5% each in 'Best
Four' may be levied in addition to deduction due to change of stream, if any.

All subjects to be included in the calculation of 'Best Four' must have at least 70% theory component of exam.
In case, the subject to be considered does not have 70% theory component and 30% practical component, then
the marks of theory and practical only shall be converted to 70% and 30%, respectively on pro rata basis. These

new marks will then be considered for calculation of 'Best Four’ in addition to Note (i).

Examples for calculation of “Best Four” Percentages are given below.

It is made clear that if any false attestation/falsified records are detected, the student will
be debarred from attending any course in the University/or its Colleges for next five years
and in addition, a criminal case under relevant sections of IPC (viz. 470,471,474 etc.) will be
instituted against her.

2.9 Reservations and Relaxations

2.9.1 Reservation of Seats for Scheduled Caste/Tribe Candidates

® 22> % of the total numbers of seats is reserved for candidates belonging to Scheduled Caste/Scheduled
Tribes (15% for Scheduled Caste and 7v2% for Scheduled Tribes, interchangeable, if necessary).

® Relaxation to the extent of 5% in the minimum marks will be given to the candidates belonging to Scheduled
Caste and Scheduled Tribes to determine their eligibility and merit for admission to the course concerned.

® In case, after giving 5% relaxation, the reserved seats still remain vacant, further relaxation would be given
to the extent required in order to fill up all the reserved seats.(AC Resolution A88, 14.6.1983) (EC Resolution
157, 24121.2001).Eligibility in these cases is pass percentage.

® The certificate should be issued by a compotent authority. For details please refer to Bulletin of Information,
University of Delhi.

Note: SC/ST students who get admission under open merit will not be included in the reserved quota
i.e.22.5%.

Candidates seeking admission under SC/ST/OBC category should have certificates in their
own name only.

2.9.2 Reservation of Seats for Other Backward Classes (OBC)
® 27% seats will be reserved for the candidates belonging to OBC.

® At the time of giving admission to an OBC candidate, the College will ensure that the caste is included in
the Central List of OBC. The certificate must mention non-creamy layer status of the candidate.

® The OBC candidates shall be given a relaxation of 10% in the minimum eligibility marks of the said course
and in the admission entrance test 10% of the minimum eligibility marks prescribed for General
Category candidates.

® If the seats meant for OBC remain vacant after arriving the minimum eligibility, the same may be converted
and filled up by other eligible candidates subject to approval from the University.



Note: The merit list for the general category seats will comprise of all the candidates in the order of merit.
No one will be excluded from the same. In other words, it will also include SC/ST/OBC candidates,
if they come in general merit. The candidate cannot be excluded from the general category merit
list just because he belongs to SC/ST/OBC. Such a candidate is entitled to be considered under the
general category, as well as under the reserved category. Admission to open category seats will be
strictly in the order of merit without excluding SC/ST/OBC candidates.

2.9.3 Reservation of Seats for Persons with Disabilities (PwD)

Three percent, (3%) seats in all undergraduate and postgraduate institutions (including professional and
technical institutions) will be reserved for candidates having minimum 40% disabilities.

Concessional/Waiver of fees in respect of Persons with Disabilities (PwD)

1. Consequent upon amendment to Ordinance X(4) of the University, the following provision has been
added after Sub-clause 2 of Ordinance X( 4) of the said Ordinance: “Provided that the Persons with
Physical Disabilities shall be waived off all the fees payable including the Examination fee and other
University fees, except Admission fee, subscription towards Delhi University Students' Union and Identity
Card fee for pursuing under-graduate, post-graduate or other courses in the University or its Colleges.”

2. In pursuance of the above, the students with physical disabilities pursuing various courses of study
shall be exempted from payment of fees, including examination fee and other University fees, except
Admission fee, subscription towards Delhi University students' Union and Identity Card fee.

3. In pursuance of the Executive Council Resolution No. 50 dated 03.11.2012, it is notified that the
students with physical disabilities residing in different Hostels/Halls of the University are exempted from
payment of all hostel fees and charges except refundable caution fee and the mess fees. The Persons
with Physical Disabilities students shall pay 50% of the Mess fee and the remaining 50% of the Mess
Fee-in respect of the PwD students is being met by the University.

It is clarified further that the PwD students who are getting fellowships/financial assistance shall be exempted
from payment of fees/charges/mess fees subject to the following conditions:

Value of Fellowship Exemption of Fees Waiver etc.
Up to Rs. 3000/- per month Fees waiver + 50% Mess Subsidy
Rs. 3001 to 8000 per month Fees waiver but no Mess Subsidy
Rs. 8001 and above per month No fees waiver and no Hostel Subsidy

All Eligible SC/ST, OBC, PwD students who are admitted to the college should submit their scholarship form
by February, 2017 for processing.

2.9.4 Reservation for Children/Widows of eligible Armed Forces Personnel (CW)

1. All candidates seeking admission to various undergraduate courses of University of Delhi will have to
register online as per schedule notified by the University.

2. 5% of seats are reserved for candidates under CW categories course wise.



All the CW candidates have to upload the Educational Concession certificate in the enclosed format to
be issued by any of the following authorities on the proper letter head.

Admission may be offered to the Children/Widows of Officers and Men of the Armed Forces including

2.9.5 Registration of Kashmiri Migrants

1. All the Wards of Kashmiri Migrants who wish to be considered for admission to various undergraduate
courses for university have to register online as per schedule notified by the University.

2. Upto 5% seats are reserved course-wise for Wards of Kashmiri Migrants.
All the Wards of Kashmiri Migrants will have to upload a certificate of registration as Kashmiri Migrants
issued by Divisional Commissioner/Relief Commissioner.

4. A concession of maximum 10% in the last cut-off marks fixed for General category candidates shall be
extended to the Kashmiri Migrants.

5. Admission of Wards of Kashmiri Migrants will be based on cut-offs to be announced by the College.

(The candidates selected under special Scholarship Scheme for J&K will be admitted directly to college)

2.9.6 Reservation of Seats for Foreign Students

All foreign students, including those who have completed their schooling from an Indian Board may be
treated as Foreign Students for the purpose of their registration/admission in the College and they may
be considered for admission under 5% quota prescribed for the foreign students.

2.16 B.Ed. AND B.El.Ed. COURSES

Notice regarding the payment of college/examination fees will be put up on the college Notice Board.
Fees must be paid on the dates notified from time to time.

All students are required to pay the college fees before filling in the examination forms.

Students will not be allowed to pay the examination fee without producing the college fees receipt.
Late fee payment will be subject to fine as per college rules.

The names of the students will be struck off from College Rolls if dues are not paid within 15 days
of the due date.

Re-admission of the defaulters will be at the discretion of the Principal and such students will have
to pay re-admission fee of Rs.5/- besides other dues. Re-admission will be granted only once a year.
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2.20 REFUND POLICY

No refund of fees is permitted after a candidate is admitted to the College except under University
Rules.

All refunds must be claimed within a year after leaving the College else the caution money will be
forfeited.

All fee receipts should be preserved for scrutiny and should be produced at the time of refund of
the caution money.

3.1 ABOUT US

SPM College is a well-known women’s College of the University of Delhi. It was established in1969 in the
memory of Dr. Shyama Prasad Mukherji but it has no affiliation with any sect, religion, political group, or
thinking.

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Department of Economics

The Department of economics is one of the oldest departments of the college and was established in 1969.
At present the department offers the following courses:

® B.A. Honors
® Economics in B.A. Programme
® Generic Elective courses for B.A. Honors in subjects other than Economics.

The core papers in all these courses cover topics in Microeconomics and Macroeconomics with focus on
understanding consumer behavior, producer behavior, money creation, determination of prices, rate of
interest etc. In addition these courses also expose students to Indian economic experience in the areas of
growth, employment, external sector balance, government taxation and expenditure policy.

The Honors course requires a good deal of mathematical aptitude and includes papers on Mathematical
Economics, Statistics and Econometrics. The analytical tools the students learn in the Honors courses enable
them to analyze issues in Environmental Economics, Health Economics and International Trade.

Apart from lectures and tutorials, the department uses assignments, project work and class tests to bring
about conceptual clarity.

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Department of Sanskrit

The Department of Sanskrit at our College came into being in the year 1969, with the establishment of the
College in the same year. The Department offers following courses:

® B.A. Honors in Sanskrit
® Sanskrit in B.A. Programme
® M.A. in Sanskrit




The discipline of Sanskrit is highly diversified. The focus of the curriculum is mainly on: Literature (classical
and modern), Paninian Grammar, Indian Philosophy, Indian Scientific Heritage, Indian Logic and Science
of Debate, Sanskrit Linguistics, Vedic Literature, Aesthetics, Theatre and Poetics, Ancient Mathematics
and Astronomy, Dharmashastra, Epigraphy and Paleography, Ancient Indian Polity, Computational Sanskrit,
Personality Development and Script Writing. We attempt to enable students to appreciate different forms
and genres of literature and to become aware of the rich intellectual traditions of India.

For the students of other departments we offer Generic Elective courses which are of interdisciplinary nature
and aim to enrich students in an additional field of study. They include, Indian Culture and Social Issues;
Individual, Family and Community in Indian Social Thought; Fundamentals of Indian Philosophy; and Indian
Aesthetics. We also offer Sanskrit as MIL for all undergraduate students. The medium of instruction is Hindi,
Sanskrit or English, as per the requirements of students. The students who have not studied Sanskrit in
their 10+2 standard are also eligible for admission in Sanskrit (Honors) as well as Sanskrit (Programme)
courses.

Our Departmental Association conducts many co-curricular activities at inter-college and intra college levels
for students to hone their skills in areas such as shloka recitation, quiz, speech, debate, acting, kaavyaali
and essay writing. Occasionally we take our students to academic excursion also. Every year a student
along with a teacher is given an opportunity to edit the Sanskrit Section of the College magazine Shyama.

3.8 LIBRARY

Library plays a significant role as a learning resource center for the faculty and students. Our library is fully
computerized with the catalogue in Online Public Access Catalogue (OPAC) form for easy and quick access
to all resources. Students and teachers can check the availability of books and journals in the library from
various terminals and get them for issue, reference or photocopy.

The library has a rich collection of text books and reference books, which includes encyclopedias, yearbooks,
dictionaries, atlases, general knowledge books, general reading books, biographies, autobiographies and
latest fiction in English and Hindi languages. Our collections include nearly 73237 books, 86 journal and
periodical subscriptions, magazines, 11 daily newspapers in English and Hindi, and electronic resources
including online databases through UGC INFONET, CDs, DVDs, e-journals, and e-books. A book bank that
runs with the help of grants from *IPS helps the students from economically weaker sections. A Braille book
collection is also available in the library.

The Information Centre in the library has 25 computers with internet facility for the students to do
their assignments and research work. Free access to more than 4000 journals with full text information,
e-resources, e-books, e-databases are available through UGC INFONET. The Information Centre has Wi-Fi
connectivity. Library premises are a Wi-Fi enabled zone for all users. Recorders and laptops with special
software are available for the differently-abled students.

Total area of the library is 7116.32 square meters.

The library has a seating capacity of 150 students and also has reading room for faculty.

The library has a lift facility for the differentially abled.

The library opens at 8.30 am and closes at 5.30 pm on all the days except Saturday and Sunday.

3.11.1 CULTURAL COUNCIL

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4. ORDINANCES AND OTHER RULES
4.1 ORDINANCES

4.1.1 ORDINANCE XV-B

Maintenance of discipline among Students of the University
1. All powers relating to discipline and disciplinary action are vested in the Vice - Chancellor.

2. The Vice-Chancellor may delegate all or such powers as he / she deems proper to the Proctor and to
such other persons as he/she may specify in this behalf.

3. Without prejudice to the generality of power to enforce discipline under the Ordinance the following
shall amount to acts of gross indiscipline:

a. Physical assault, or threat to use physical force, against any member of the teaching and
nonteaching staff of any Institution / Department and against any student within the University

of Delhi



b. Carrying of, use of or threat to use of any weapons
Any violation of the provisions of the Civil Rights Protection Act, 1976

Violation of the status, dignity and honour of students belonging to the scheduled castes and
tribes

Any practice-whether verbal or otherwise-derogatory of women

Any attempt at bribing or corruption in any manner

Willful destruction of institutional property

Creating ill-will or intolerance on religious or communal grounds

i. Causing disruption in any manner of the academic functioning of the University system;
j.  Prohibition of Ragging as per Ordinance XV-C.

Without prejudice to the generality of his / her powers relating to the maintenance of discipline and
taking such action in the interest of maintaining discipline as may seem to him/her appropriate, the
Vice-Chancellor, may in the exercise of his / her powers aforesaid order or direct that any student or
students -

a. be expelled; or
b. be, for a stated period rusticated; or

c. be not for a stated period, admitted to a course or courses of study in a College, Department
or Institution of the University; or

be fined with a sum of rupees that may be specified; or

be debarred from taking a University or College or Departmental Examination or Examinations
for one or more years; or that the result of the student or students concerned in the
Examination or Examinations in which he /she or they have appeared be cancelled.

Institutions, Halls and teaching in the concerned Departments. They may exercise their authority
through, or delegate authority to such of the teachers in their Colleges, Institutions or Departments as
they may specify for these purposes.

Without prejudice to the powers of the Vice-Chancellor and the Proctor as aforesaid, detailed rules of
discipline and proper conduct shall be framed. These rules may be supplemented, where necessary, by
the Principals of Colleges, Heads of Halls, Deans of Faculties and Heads of Teaching Departments in
this University. Each student shall be expected to provide himself/herself with a copy of these rules. At
the time of admission, every student shall be required to sigh a declaration that on admission he/she
submits himself/herself to the disciplinary jurisdiction of the Vice-Chancellor and several authorities of
the University who may be vested with the authority to exercise discipline under the Acts, the Statutes,
the Ordinances and the rules that have been framed therein by the University.

4.1.2 ORDINANCE XV-C

Prohibition and Punishment for Ragging

1.

Ragging in any form is strictly prohibited, within the premises of College/Department or Institution and
any part of Delhi University system as well as on public transport.

Any individual or collective act or practice of ragging constitutes gross indiscipline and shall be dealt
with under this Ordinance.

Ragging for the purposes of this Ordinance, ordinarily means any act, conduct or practice by which
dominant power or status of senior students is brought to bear on students freshly enrolled or students

who are in any way considered junior or inferior by other students; and includes individual or collective
acts or practices which

a. involve physical assault or threat to use of physical force.

b. violate the status, dignity and honour of women students.

c. violate the status, dignity and honour of students belonging to the scheduled caste and tribe.
d. expose students to ridicule and contempt and affect their self-esteem.

e. entail verbal abuse and aggression, indecent gestures and obscene behavior.

The Principal of a College, the Head of the Department or an Institution, the authorities of College,
or University Hostel or Halls of Residence shall take immediate action on any information of the
occurrence of ragging.

Notwithstanding anything in Clause (4) above, the Proctor may also suomoto enquire into any incident
of ragging and make a report to the Vice-Chancellor of the identity of those who have engaged in
ragging and the nature of the incident.

The Proctor may also submit an initial report establishing the identity of the perpetrators of ragging
and the nature of the ragging incident.

If the Principal of a College or Head of the Department or Institution or the Proctor is satisfied that
for some reason, to be recorded in writing, it is not reasonably practical to hold such an enquiry, he/
she may so advise the Vice-Chancellor accordingly.

When the Vice-Chancellor is satisfied that it is not expedient to hold such an enquiry, his/her decision
shall be final.

On the receipt of a report under Clause (5) or (6) or a determination by the relevant authority under
clause (7) disclosing the occurrence of ragging incidents described in Clause 3(a), (b) and (c), the
Vice-Chancellor shall direct or order rustication of a student or students for a specific number of years.

The Vice-chancellor may in other cases of ragging order or direct that any student or students be
expelled or be not for a stated period, admitted to a course of study in a college, departmental
examination for one or more years or that the results of the student or students concerned in the
examination or examinations in which they appeared be cancelled.

In case any students who have obtained degrees or diplomas of Delhi University are found guilty;
under this Ordinance, appropriate action will be taken under Statute 15 for withdrawal of degrees or
diploma conferred by the University.

For the purpose of this Ordinance, abetment to ragging whether by way of any act, practice or
incitement of ragging will also amount to ragging.

All Institutions within the Delhi University system shall be obligated to carry out instructions/directions
issued under this Ordinance, and to give aid assistance to the Vice-Chancellor to achieve the effective
implementation of the Ordinance.

Note: Order of the Vice-Chancellor in pursuance of Ordinance XV-C:

Where incident(s) of ragging are reported to the Vice-Chancellor by any authority under this Ordinance,
the students(s) involved in ragging, shall be expelled for a specified term, designated in the order. Non-
students involved in reports of ragging will be proceeded with under the criminal law of India; they will
also be rendered ineligible for a period of five years from seeking enrolment in any of the institutions of
the University of Delhi. Students against whom necessary action is taken under this note, will be given post
decisional hearing, with strict adherence to the rules of natural justice.



4.1.3 The Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and
Redressal) Act, 2013 (MINISTRY OF LAW AND JUSTICE)

An Act to provide protection against sexual harassment of women at work place and for the prevention
and redressal of complaints of sexual harassment and for matters connected there with incidental thereto.

WHEREAS sexual harassment results in violation of the fundamental rights of a woman to equality under
articles 14 and 15 of the Constitution of India and her right to life and to live with dignity under article
21 of the Constitution and right to practice any profession or to carry on any occupation, trade or business
which includes a right to a safe environment free from sexual harassment;

AND WHEREAS the protection against sexual harassment and the right to work with dignity are universally
recognized human rights by international conventions and instruments such as Convention on the Elimination
of all forms of discrimination against Women, which has been ratified on the 25th June, 1993 by the
Government of India.

AND WHEREAS it is expedient to make provisions for giving effect to the said Convention for protection of
women against sexual harassment at workplace.

4.2 ATTENDENCE RULES

In order to be eligible to appear at a University Examination every student has to attend a minimum of
two thirds of the lectures, parcticals and tutorials/perceptorials held during the year, considered separately.

Ordinance VII, Clause 2-A, Part (ii) states:

The Principal of a college shall have power to strike off the name of a student who is irregular in attendance
for such a long period that she cannot put in requisite percentage of attendance.
Students seeking concession on:-

(i) Medical ground should submit a separate medical and fitness Certificate from the appropriate authority.
Medical certificate only for serious sickness will be considered.

(i) Sports ground should submit a Certificate from the Sports teacher within a week after participation in
the event.

In no case will the concessions granted under (i) & (ii) or in any combination thereof exceed one third of
the total number of lectures delivered.

Every student admitted to the College for the Academic session 201617 shall be compulsorily required to
sign an undertaking that she will fulfil the minimum attendance requirements failing which the College shall
have the right to take necessary action.

Note:

1. Students should carefully note that attendance rules are prescribed by the University and no relaxation
is possible. These rules are rigidly and strictly enforced. The Principal's decision in this regard shall be
final and binding.

2. It is the responsibility of the students or her guardian to ascertain periodically from the college office
the state of attendance No personal communication will be done.



3. Application for medical leave will be entertained only if it reaches the college within 3 days from the
first day of absence.

4. Students should regulary see the Notice Board for circulars pertaining to attendance.
4.3 OTHERS
4.3.1 Notice Board

It is the responsibility of each student to check the Notice Board daily. No excuse for noncompliance
with any order, based on the plea that the Notice was not read shall be accepted. The same applies
to notifications issued by the University with regards to Examinations, Results, Enrolment, Scholarships,
Stipends and other forms, which should be submitted as per scheduled dates announced by the College
Office. It is the duty of the students to check the notice board for the dates and also submit their options
by the last date intimated to them. No request will be entertained after the last date.
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4.3.2 Identity Card

Identity Cards are issued to all the students. Newly admitted students must obtain their Identity Cards
immediately after their admission. Other students should get their Identity Cards renewed from the College
office every year. It is essential for every student to carry her Identity card in the College as well as
outside. A student should produce her Identity card on demand by the College authorities failing which she
may not be allowed to stay on the College premises.
